RIDING TEST EXPECTATIONS
Candidate should ride with confidence and control on the flat and over fences, demonstrating a secure balanced position and
progress toward an independent seat and coordinated use of aids; should initiate free froward movement while developing a
steady, light feel of pony’s mouth.
